GENERAL DISCIPLINE
EXTRACT FROM THE MADRAS EDUCATION
RULES CHAPTER VII DISCIPLIE REGULATIONS

1. Students of School and Colleges should abstain
from active participation in party or communal politics.

2. Headmasters, Principals or other constituted school,
college or hostel authorities may frame and issue from
time to time disciplinary rules of a permanent or temporary
character regulating the conduct outside the school, college
or hostel precincts of students on the rolls, so far as such
rules seem necessary to maintain the credit, usefulness
and reputation of the school or college and Hostel.

In the case of colleges such disciplinary regulations as may
be issued by the respective universities to which they are
